The book of Daniel is apocalyptic literature.]]
Daniel was written in a period of persecution (Daniel 1:1-7).]]
Apocalyptic writing gave people hope and captured their imagination. It still does—the arts and literature continue  ]]
to use elements of the Bible’s apocalyptic passages.
Daniel is a rare book because it was written in two languages, Aramaic and Hebrew.]]
The first six chapters show Daniel and his friends trying to remain faithful to their religious tradition (Daniel 1:8-17).]]
God consistently supported Daniel and his friends (Daniel 3:28; 6:19-22).]]
The rest of the chapters contain visions about the cosmic struggle between good and evil.]]
Like Daniel, we need God to guide and strengthen our daily efforts to be faithful (Daniel 12:9).]]
Like Daniel, we trust that God’s goodness will overcome the power of evil.]]
